NJCRI 6s Project Access is authorized by
ark to distribute sterile syringes to injection drug users and to accept used needles fol
proper disposal. The program is anonymous and participants are provided with a carc
identifying them as a participant allowing them to legally possess syringes.

Presently Project Access is open for 18 hours weekly (Monday and Tueddpyril

and Wednesday, Thursday and Friday 10 a.thp.m.). The program is funded through
grants from private foundations. No federal, state or local government funds are used for
this project.
