Par-
ticipants receive training and technical assistance helping them move along the evidenc:
-based continuum.

The application to attend a Service to Science Academy is a modified National Associa-
tion of State Alcohol & Substance Abuse Directors (NASADAD) application for Inno-
vative/Exemplary Programs. It is reviewed by a panel who makes recommendations for
acceptance to the Academy. Content is then specifically customized to fit the needs of
the accepted applicants.
